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Operation Purple Healing Ad-
ventures is a program specifi-
cally designed to meet the 
needs of wounded service 
members and their families. 
The camp is being hosted by 
Easter Seals Camp ASCCA in 
Jackson Gap, Alabama and will 
be held from August 9-14th.  
 
Operation Purple Healing Ad-
ventures promises a week of 
fun, family-centered activities 
with the opportunity for families 
to reconnect. Children and par-
ents will participate in traditional 
Operation Purple camp activi-
ties such as high ropes 
courses, swimming, archery, 
and scuba diving. Adaptive wa-
ter and outdoor equipment will 
be available to assist those with 
disabilities so that everyone can 
enjoy camp! Adults will enjoy 
quality time with family as well 

have the opportunity to partici-
pate in activities which address 
communication skills and par-
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Transportation for this camp will 
be provided.  Please note: This 
camp is offered to service mem-
bers who were wounded or ex-
perienced emotional trauma or 
illness related to their service in 
the Global War on Terror. 
Members of the National 
Guard and Reserve may be 
in either activated or drilling 
status, provided their injury 
was sustained while in support 
of the Global War on Terror. 
 
Due to the nature of this pilot 
program, applications will be 
accepted by nuclear families 
[service member, spouse, chil-
dren] whose service member 
has been in recovery from their 

wound, injury, or illness for at 
least one year before the date 
of this event. 
 
Sleeping accommodations in-
clude private cabins that sleep 
four and accommodations for 
older children who prefer a 
more traditional camp-like at-
mosphere.
